| glory, reminding us that while Christ is
|| no longer physically among us, His
presence endures through the Spirit
and the Church.

In Acts 1:1-11, Jesus ascends before His disciples, leaving them

with the mission to spread the Gospel. This passage invites us to
reflect on our own calling—how do we carry forward His message in
[our daily lives? The Ascension is not an absence but an invitation to
deeper faith, frusting that Christ intercedes for us and empowers us |
|through the Spirit. |

Ephesians 1:17-23 speaks of Christ's exaltation, seated at the right
hand of the Father, above all powers and dominions. This reminds
| us that His reign is eternal, and we are called to live in the hope of
| His victory.

‘The Gospel of Luke (24:46-53) highlights the disciples’ response—
they worshiped and returned to Jerusalem with great joy. Their
reaction teaches us that the Ascension is not a loss but a fulfillment,
a moment of rejoicing in the promise of salvation.

Ultimately, the Ascension calls us to look beyond the immediate
and trust in God's plan. It is a reminder that our faith is not passive
| but active—we are sent forth to be witnesses of Christ's love and
truth.

The Ascension and Pentecost are deeply connected in the unfold-
ing of God's plan. The Ascension marks Jesus' return to the Father,
completing His earthly mission, while Pentecost is the fulfillment of
His promise to send the Holy Spirit.

After the Ascension, the disciples waited in Jerusalem, praying and
preparing for what was to come. Ten days later, on Pentecost, the
Holy Spirit descended upon them, empowering them to spread the
Gospel with boldness and clarity. This transition signifies that while
Jesus is no longer physically present, His Spirit remains, guiding
and strengthening His followers.

The period between these events was a time of anticipation and
preparation. The disciples replaced Judas with Matthias, ensuring
the continuity of their mission. Their waiting was not passive but
filled with prayer and expectation, teaching us the importance of
trusting in God's timing.
